(aboard the USS Thresher), for a total of 32.  We will also add Medal of Honor recipient

I think this song was my first introduction to a place called 
Bermuda.  As readers of a certain age will recall, the 
Bermuda shorts fashion grew quickly.  Some VHS guys 
started wearing them to school.  Dave Pedrotti and I, then in 
the 9th grade at Vallejo Junior, took note and wore Bermuda 
shorts to school on a warm spring day in 1959.  The 
reactions caused us to decide one day was enough.  About 
ten years ago I first learned of the connections between 
Bermuda, Jamestown, and one of  Shakespeare's plays.   
This history intrigued me and I wanted to visit Bermuda ï to 
see in person the place where the Sea Venture 
shipwrecked.  All the passengers and crew, plus the lone 
dog on board, made it to shore safely.  One of them, William 
Strachey, wrote an account of it all which Shakespeare 
probably read and used as a basis for his last play, The 
Tempest -- the first Shakespeare play I ever saw. 

 
SO é. I JUST WENT ON A ONE-WEEK CRUISE FROM 
BALTIMORE TO BERMUDA. ---- My first cruise experience 
was fun and the weather was excellent the entire time.  I was 
on the Trivia team that won the cumulative competition and 
was also part of the winning group in a ñvideo stunt raceò 
where we had to film our team doing antics such as spelling 
out a word with our bodies on the deck (Our word was ñHiò.)  
Here's our ship, The Grandeur of the Seas, tied up at King's 
Wharf.   

 
 
Though I enjoyed many aspects of the cruising 
experience, I would have liked more time at our 
destination to see additional things on the 26 
mile chain of connected islands making up 
Bermuda.  They're on the same latitude as 
North Carolina. 
 
Arriving about 3:00 p.m. at our dock on the 
southwest tip of this chain, I was soon on a 
local bus for a hour and a half ride to St. 
George's at the northern end ï and then 
reversed the trip.  I liked seeing the geography, 
lush sub-tropical greenery, and local people -- 

including a little boy unraveling the string on the handle of his cricket bat.  Bermuda is significantly 
larger and more hilly than I expected.  The colorful homes with white roofs are pretty.  Bermuda 
depends totally on rainwater so every home and building now must have a large water tank 
underneath.  I spotted a big chattering bird with a yellow breast that I learned is a Kiskadee.  A 
local told me it is the bird species that inspired the song, ñYellow Birdò.  You can hear a version of 
this song that charted at number 4  in 1961 right here:

ON THE SECOND DAY ---- I got the first ferry to St. George's, the area where Bermuda's settlement 
first began.  St. George's is the oldest English speaking town in the entire Western Hemisphere and is 
a UNESCO World Heritage site.  (Bermuda remains very British to this day with driving on the left 
side of the road, Marks and Spencer stores, the Queen's profile on money and stamps, etc.  It has 
only one fast food outlet, a KFC.)  I trudged over the hill to St. Catherine's Beach where the survivors 
of the Sea Venture shipwreck came ashore.  (All 150 of them made it safely, plus the dog!)  I walked 
along Barry Road where I saw a school of blue parrot fish in the very clear water below.  I chatted 
there with a tourist from Canada and we saw men in neckties riding golf carts in the area. He 
remembered that there used to be a Club-Med on the hill above us that he saw dynamited on a 
ñdemolitionò TV show.  We figured these guys were with some development company that was 
probably going to build a hotel on  the old Club-Med site.  Farther along I stopped at a sandy cove 
and picked up a few pieces of beach glass.  This is where the Deliverance, one of two small ships the 
survivors built to sail on to Jamestown 10 months later, was constructed.   

Arriving back in town, I had scrumptious 
cookies and a can of Barritt's Ginger Beer 
at the very casual ñTemptationsò restaurant 
in that orange building on the left, next to 
St. Peter's Anglican Church as shown here.  
This place of worship is the oldest 
protestant church in the Western 
Hemisphere.  It began in 1612.   (The one 
in Jamestown would have been three years 
older, were it still in existence.) 
 
 
 
 
 

Then I visited more sites in quaint old St. George's.  
First was a replica of that ship, The Deliverance, at the 
town dock.   

 

 

 

 

 

Then I went to the ancient Stuart Hall which is  
now a ñperfumeryò where they make a line of  
ñLilli of Bermudaò perfumes upstairs and market 
 them downstairs.  Note the shutters.  These,  
and all the others I saw in Bermuda, are SINGLE and hinged AT THE TOP.  Maybe this gives quicker 
and more secure protection from high winds.   
 

 



Next I found this park entrance and enjoyed a 
pleasant stroll through its gardens.  The park is very 
nice and has a large calabash tree with huge, heavy 
fruits that have gord-like hulls.  ñGoodnight Mrs.

Round ñmoongatesò like this one are found through- 
out Bermuda, in both public and private setting. 
Some sea captain saw them in Asia and introduced 
 them to Bermuda where they became popular.   
 

My last stop for this day was over to see the very old 
ñThe St. George's Historical Society and Mitchell 
Houseò. It is furnished in period pieces and has many 
interesting exhibits.  They showed me the home's 
water tank and gave me a taste of the rainwater it 
contains.     
 
 
ON MY SECOND FULL BERMUDA DAY ---- I took 
the first ferry to the capital city of Hamilton and 

happened to sit next to a local who told me about a free walking tour which I resolved to take 
advantage of.  It was led by this Town Crier. 
 
He's quite the character and gave us a great tour with introductions to the 
Mayor and the Anglican Bishop (but not the several women he buzzed along 
the way).   BTW, did you know they have international gatherings and 
competitions for Town Criers?  Harry, I think you'd make a great Town Crier 
for Suisun.  Maybe they'd send you to this competition.  Get yourself a really 
good crying outfit and bell.  (You could at least wear it on Halloween.)
